students cannot take courses with the same course code more than once in a single term.

GECC1000 will be pre-assigned to students before the commencement of the term. Students are not required to register
for these courses by themselves.

Students should pre-register for GECC4130 in Year 3 Term 2 and then register for GECC4130 in Year 4 Term 1. For details,
please refer to the website of General Education courses of Chung Chi College. If a student intends to take GECC4230
Service-Learning Programme (3 units) to replace GECC4130, they are required to follow the application procedures as stipulated

by the Service-Learning Centre of Chung Chi College in Year 2 or above.

Points to Note:

Some courses are listed in more than one area of study. However, no course taken in a single term could be double-
counted towards students’ graduation requirements. For instance, if a student takes THEO3222 History of Christianity
in Hong Kong for partial fulfilment of Area (2), then THEO3222 will not be counted towards Area (5) nor Area (9).

A few courses have two course codes, e.g. THEO1212/5312 Introduction to the New Testament. Under this circumstance,
students should register for the course codes THEO01000-4999 instead of THEOS5000 or above (c.g. to take THEO1212
instead of THEO5312). Year 3 or above BD students should follow postgraduate assessment standards for all THEO

courses taken regardless of the course codes registered.

Courses listed above will be offered according to resources available in each term and year. Details of course offerings in

a particular term will be announced at course registration time.
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
