DESCRIPTION

This course aims to examine major historical developments of Christianity in China
from the seventh century to present. It covers the spread of the Assyrian Church of the
East in Tang Dynasty (Jing Jiao), the development of Roman Catholicism in Ming and
Qing Dynasties, and the expansion of Protestantism in modern times. Particular
attentions will be paid to the issues emerged during the course of the interaction
between Christian religions and the Chinese historical and cultural contexts, as well as
the reflections and responses of both foreign missionaries and Chinese Christians
towards the changing social-political circumstances.

EXPECTED OUTCOMES

1) Students shall obtain a general knowledge of the major historical developments
of Christianity in China from the seventh century to present.

2) Students are expected to forge their own understanding and evaluation towards
the key issues emerged when Christianity encountered the Chinese contexts.

3) Students shall get acquainted with different perspectives/models of Christianity
in China, as well as with the issues which are still debatable nowadays.

4) Through both the lecture teachings and tutorial discussions, students shall
develop a historical and theological sense towards the diversity of Christian
expressions in China and are expected to critically reflect on the process of
Christianity indigenisation/contextualisation in Chinese history.

COURSE STRUCTURE

a) 2 hours lecture with teacher’s handouts and notes.
b) 1hour tutorial in groups with discussions chaired by students themselves.
(Discussions with the reference of teacher’s handouts and questions.)
