Course Description:

The course is designed to provide students with an in depth study of Christian
Worship from Biblical, historical, liturgical, theological and contextual perspectives.
After laying the foundation for liturgical and theological discussions from Biblical
and historical angles, much emphasis will be placed on the development of worship
forms from Vatican 11 to the recent ecumenical and post denominational liturgical
revivals that reflect dynamic contemporary cultural and theological dialogues in the
modern era.

Course Requirement

1. Assigned reading and class attendance and participation. Students are required to
finish reading all the assigned reading marked with *and make notes listed in the
course outline beside occasional articles given by the instructor submitted on
November 22. (20%)

2. Book review no more than 4000 words on any three chapters of Guardini’s Spirit
of the Liturgy submitted on October 25. (30%)

3. Aterm paper less than 7,000 words on any topic covered in the course. The paper
Is expected to be an integration and assimilation of the assigned readings in
dialogue with the context we find ourselves rather than a research paper. Topics
and tentative outline with key bibliography should be submitted for approval on
November 8; final paper submitted on December 13. (50%). Grade will be
deducted for late submission.
